At the onset of COVID-19, WorkSafeBC temporarily extended the fit-test frequency requirement from 1-year to 2-years for N95 respirators. Effective June 25, 2021, the 1-year fit-test frequency requirement is back into effect.


The Elastomeric respirators will continue to be the standard choice in our department but the original 3 N95 masks (1860 1860small 8210 and 1870+) will be required to be fitted as well. Alternates such as the 1511 1804 1804small will be phased out.

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MARs


Remember to transcribe your medications from Dr Order sheet to the MAR.   There have been a few situations lately where medications have been noted on the Dr Order sheet with “MAR” yet not transcribed onto the MAR.  Also remember that our Unit Clerks will transcribe our medications onto MARs but the nurse is responsible for checking that the transcriptions are accurate. 





2 Patient Identifier


With how busy and congested the department has been please ensure you are using 2 patient specific identifiers cross referenced with the corresponding documentation.  Patient identifiers are:  full name, birthdate, client stated home address, PHN on care card/DL, government issued photo ID, health authority armband.  Both patients and substitute decision makers can respond verbally to confirm identification. 


Unacceptable client identifiers 


Bed, station or room number 


Name on bed, mobility devices, clothes or accessories 


Home address on documentation that is not confirmed by the client 





PRBCs


When you have issues with a bag of PRBCs, or any blood products such as the bag has clotted off, discoloration of the product, damaged product, please send the entire product back to TML, including any tubing that may be attached to the product.  Also fill in a PSLS as this could be as safety concern for other patients that could be avoided if brought to attention.  


Pink tags must remain attached to the PRBC bag until fully administered. 





BCI feasibility study – Start TBA. Forms will be on Orange paper and kept in trauma room


This is a feasibility study looking at the logistics of doing a large scale prospective cohort study (possibly at multiple sites). It will be conducted at RCH ED.  We are interested in assessing the trends of hs-troponin in patients with blunt chest injury and how this will help in establishing the diagnosis of blunt cardiac injury


�Inclusion criteria


1. Age > 18 years and Diagnosis of blunt thoracic trauma


Exclusion Criteria


1. Not admitted to hospital under TTL


2. Penetrating chest injuries


3. Known history of cardiovascular disease including previous myocardial infarction and/or congestive heart failure


4. Patients dead on arrival


5. Patients transferred from other facilities


6. Inability to obtain informed consent from patient or temporary substitute decision maker 


7. Currently enrolled in any other research study involving drugs or devices


HsTrop will be ordered at 0, 8 and 24 hours to assess whether this is useful in Dx of blunt cardiac injury
